





ORDINANCE NO.

AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE EXTENSION
OF CERTAIN BOUNDARY LIMITS OF THE CITY OF
EAGLE PASS, TEXAS, AND THE ANNEXATION OF
CERTAIN TERRITORY LYING ADJACENT TO AND
ADJOINING THE PRESENT BOUNDARY LIMITS OF
SAID CITY CONSISTING OF APPROXIMATELY
76.832 ACRES OF LAND KNOWN AS PROPOSED 57
WINN INDUSTRIAL PARK SUBDIVISION AND A
PORTION OF US HWY 57, BOUNDED ON THE NORTH
AND EAST BY WECO PROPERTY, ON THE SOUTH
BY THE NORTH CITY LIMITS LINE AND THE WEST
BY THE EAST CITY LIMITS LINE AND LEVINE
PROPERTY; AUTHORIZING IMPLEMENTATION OF
THE SERVICE PLAN FOR SAID TERRITORY;
ASSIGNING THERETO PERMANENT ZONING
DISTRICT CLASSIFICATION, ALL AS DESCRIBED
HEREIN; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE
DATE

WHEREAS, the City desires to annex the acreage described on attached Exhibit "A" to the
City of Eagle Pass, Texas; and

WHEREAS, the City Council deems it in the best interests of the City to effect such
extension of the boundaries of the City by annexation of the territory herein described; and

WHEREAS, on the 6" day of July, 2010 at 5:30 p.m., a public hearing was held in the
Council Chambers at City Hall, 100 South Monroe Street, giving all persons the right to
appear and to be heard regarding the above-described annexation; and

WHEREAS, on the 13™ day of July, 2010 at 5:30 p.m., a second public hearing was held in
the Council Chambers at City Hall, 100 South Monroe Street, giving all persons the right
to appear and to be heard regarding the above-described annexation; and

WHEREAS, notice of both of the above-referenced public hearings was published on June
25, 2010 in the San Antonio Express News, a newspaper having general circulation in the
City of Eagle Pass, Maverick County, Texas, and within the territory to be annexed, and
said publication date was not more than twenty (20) days, nor less than ten (10) days prior
to the date of either one of the above-described public hearings; and

WHEREAS, the population of the City of Eagle Pass, Texas, is in excess of twenty
thousand (20,000) inhabitants and the within described tetritory lies adjacent to and adjoins
the City of Eagle Pass, Texas, and contains approximately 76.832 acres of land, more or
less.




NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

The matters and facts stated in the preamble hereof are affirmatively found
to be true and correct.

The above-described land and territory lying adjacent to and adjoining the
City of Eagle Pass, Maverick County, Texas, and being more particularly
defined by metes and bounds on attached Exhibit "A", be and it is hereby
annexed and incorporated into the limits of the territory of the City of Eagle
Pass, Texas; and the present boundary limits of said City, at the vartous
points contiguous to said area, shall be altered and amended so as to
include said arca within the corporate limits of the City of Eagle Pass,
Texas,

The territory described on attached Exhibit "A", shall be part of the City of
Eagle Pass, Texas, and the property so added hereby shall bear its prorata
part of the taxes levied by the City of Eagle Pass, Texas, and the
inhabitants thereof shall be entitled to all the rights and privileges of all the
citizens of said City and shall be bound by the acts, ordinances and
resolutions of said City.

The implementation of the Service Plan outlining the provisions of
necessary municipal services to this tract of land is hereby authorized. A
copy of said Service Plan is annexed hereto as Attachment I, and is
incorporated herein by reference for all purposes.

A Zoning District Classification of I (Industrial District) is hereby assigned
to the above-described 76.832-acre tract of land. The Zoning Ordinance
and the "Zoning District Map -- Eagle Pass, Texas" therein referred to, are
hereby amended to reflect these changes, and said Zoning Ordinance and
said Zoning District Map shall not otherwise be affected by this Ordinance
except to the extent and in the particulars hereinabove specifically provided
for.

FIELD NOTES FOR A 76.832 ACRE TRACT
(City Limit Annexation for 57 Winn Industrial Park Subdivision)

Being a 76.832 Acre Tract of land, lying and situated in Maverick County, Texas being 63.068
Acres out of Survey 1, Abstract 426, 13.57 Actes out of Survey 513, Abstract 1139, and 0.194
Acres out of Survey 4, Abstract 1313 and also this 76.832 Acres being 9.16 Acres out of the
existing right of way of the U.S. Highway 57, and 67.672 Acres out of the tract of land conveyed
by deed to WECO & Associates, LTD, as recorded in Volume 429, page 98-106, Maverick
County Deed Records; said 76.832 Acre Tract being more particularly described by metes and
bounds as follows:

Beginning at a '42” iron rod set to mark the north most comer of this tract; falling on the
southeasterly right of way line of U.S. Highway 57, from which a Texas Department of
Transportation monument found at the southeasterly right of way line of U.S, Highway 57 bears
N49°12°077E, 12,493.21 feet; and a fence corner post found at southeasterly right of way line of
U.S. Highway 57, the northerly corner of said WECO tract bears N49°12°07”E, 12,589.18 feet:

THENCE 540°47°53"E passing at 79.00 feet,

a fence corner the southwesterly corner of T-Mobile site,
passing at 129.00 feet a fence corner,

the south most corner of said site,

continuing for a total distance of 773.71 feet to a 4" iron rod,

set for comer of this tract;

THENCE $04°58°027E, 383.49 feet to a 14" iron rod,
set for comer of this iract; '

THENCE S49°12°07"W, 695.14 feet to a 14” iron rod,
set for corner of this tract;

THENCE S12°17°00”W, 1,263.44 feet to a '4” iron rod,
found at northeast corner of Lot 11, Eagle Pass Industry Center Subdivision,
as shown by plat recorded in Envelope 209, Side B Maverick County Map Records;

THENCE along the north line of said Lot 11,
N77°43°00”W, 500.00 feet to a 14" iron rod;

THENCE along the west line of Lot 11,
S12°17°00”W, 163.62 feet to a ¥4” iron rod;

THENCE along the north end of existing Adams Circle,
N77°43°00”W, 80.00 feet to a ¥%” iron rod,;

THENCE along the east line of Lot 2,

of said Eagle Pass Industry Center Subdivision,
N12°17°007E, 505.27 feet to a concrete monument,
at the northeast corner of said Lot 2;

THENCE along the north line of said Lot 2,

SERVICE PLAN

OF A TRACT OF LAND WHICH CONSISTS OF
APPROXIMATELY 76.832 ACRES OF LAND KNOWN AS
PROPOSED 57 WINN INDUSTRIAL PARK SUBDIVISION
AND A PORTION OF US HWY 57, BOUNDED ON TIHE
NORTH AND EAST BY WECO PROPERTY, ON THE SOUTH
BY THE NORTH CITY LIMITS LINE AND THE WEST BY
THE EAST CITY LIMITS LINE AND LEVINE PROPERTY

WHEREAS, THE CITY OF EAGLE PASS was petitioned by WECO, Inc. c/o Michael
Calley for the annexation of the above described tract of land; and

WHEREAS, the total area is composed of land containing approximately 76.832 acres
with no dwellings and no population currently thereon; and

WHEREAS, said tract is being developed; and

WIHEREAS, the City of Eagle Pass desires to proceed with the annexation of
approximately 76.832 acres of land lying and situated in Maverick County, Texas, and being
more particularly described by metes and bounds on attached Exhibit "A"; and

WHEREAS, the Service Plan provides for a level of service equal to or higher than
presently exists.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY OF EAGLE PASS hereby adopts the following
Service Plan for the aforementioned tract of land. Such Service Plan shall be construed as a
contractual obligation in accordance with V.T.C.A., Local Government Code, Section 43.056, as

amended:
A. Sixty (60) day program.

1. Police Protection. Currently, the area is under the jurisdiction of the Maverick
County Sheriff’s Office. However, upon annexation, the City of Eagle Pass
Police Department will extend regular and routine patrols to the area. It is
anticipated that the implementation of police patrol activities can be effectively
accommodated within the current budget and staff appropriation.

2.  Fire Protection. Fire suppression will be available to the area upon annexation.
Adequate fire suppression activities can be afforded to the annexed area within
current budget appropriation. Fire prevention activities will be provided by the
Fire Marshall’s office as needed.

Building Inspection. The Building Inspection Department will provide Code
Enforcement Services upon annexation. This includes issuing building, electrical
and plumbing permits for any new construction and remodeling, and enforcing all
other applicable codes which regulates building construction within the City of
Eagle Pass. Additionally, the Code Enforcement Division and the Texas
Department of Health will enforce the City of Eagle Pass” and the State’s health
ordinances and regulations on the effective date of the annexation. Such services
can be provided with current personnel and within the current budget
appropriation. In addition, animal control services will be provided to the area as
needed.

Planning and Zoning. The Planning and Zoning Department’s responsibility for
regulating development and land use through the administration of the City of
Eagle Pass Zoning Ordinance will extend to this area on the effective date of the
annexation. The property will also continue fo be regulated under the
requirements of the City of Eagle Pass Subdivision Ordinance. These services
can be provided within the department’s current budget.

Library. Upon the effective date of annexation, library use privileges will be
available to anyone residing in this area. These privileges can be provided within
the current budget appropriation.

Streets, Street maintenance to the street facilities will be provided by the City
upon the effective date of the annexation. This service can be provided within the
current budget appropriation.

Storm Water Management. Developers will provide storm water drainage at their
own expense and will be inspected by the City at time of completions. The city
will then maintain the drainage upon approval.

Street Lighting. The City of Eagle Pass will coordinate any request for improved
street lighting with the local electric provider in accordance with standard policy.

Water Service. Water service to the area will be provided in accordance with the
applicable codes and departmental policy. When other property develops in the
adjacent arca, water service shall be provided in accordance with extension
ordinances. Extension of service shall comply with City codes and ordinances.

Sanitary Sewer Service. Sanitary sewer service to the area of proposed
annexation will be provided in accordance with applicable codes and
departmental policy, When property develops in the adjacent areas, sanitary
sewer service shall be provided in accordance with the present extension
ordinance. Extension of service shall comply with applicable coded and
ordinances.

Solid Waste Services. Solid Waste Collection shall be provided to the area of
annexation in accordance with the present ordinance. Service shall comply with
existing City policies, beginning with occupancy of structures.

Miscellaneous. All other municipal services will be provided to the area in
accordance with the City Eagle Pass’ established policies governing extension of
municipal services to newly annexed areas.

Two (2) Year Program.

1.

The City will initiate the acquisition or construction of capital
improvements necessary for providing water service within two (2) years
of the effective date of annexation and to be substantially completed
within four and one half (4%3) years of the effective date of the annexation
of the particular annexed area, and provided in accordance with the
provisions, rules and regulations of existing City of Eagle Pass Water
Works System Policies at the time of request. The regulations of the
Eagle Pass Water Works Board of Trustees being attached hereto as
Exhibit "B".

The City will initiate the acquisition or constiuction of capital
improvements necessary for providing sanitary sewer service within two
(2) years of the effective date of annexation and to be substantially
completed within four and one half (4}4) years of the effective date of the
annexation of the particular annexed area, and provided in accordance
with the policies of the City Sanitary Sewer Department. The rules and
regulations of said Department being attached hereto and incorporated
herein as Exhibit "C". :

Terms and Provisions.

This Service Plan shall be valid for ten (10) years.

Such Plan shall not be subject to amendment or appeal unless the
governing body determines that changed conditions or subsequent
occurrences make the Plan unworkable or obsolete. If the governing body
determines that all or part of the Plan is unworkable or obsolete the
governing body may amend the plan to conform to changed conditions or
subsequent occurrences. An amended Service Plan shall provide for
services comparable to or better than those established in the Service Plan
before amendment, and before any amendment is adopted, the governing
body must first provide an opportunity for all interested persons to be
heard at public hearings called and held in the manner provided in
V.T.C.A., Local Government Code, Section 43.056, as amended.




3. Renewal shall be at the discretion of the City.
